Ancestral Dramaturgies: Uncovering Voinha's Migration Journey

In this presentation | analyse how the artefacts of questioning and listening
became an important resource during the procedure of uncovering the
personal and political reasons behind the migration journey my maternal
grandmother Voinha embarked on in 1945 from the Amazon rainforest region
to Rio de Janeiro, Brazil; and further, my own migration journey from Latin
America to the Middle East and on to northern Europe, fifteen years ago. How
coupling questioning with listening, allowed an oppressed woman to speak for
herself, fostering in this way dramaturgies of awareness to feminist
empowerment as a means to tackle the colonial and patriarchal ways the
Brazilian national identity, among many others, is constructed.
